Minutes of the Meeting held on Tuesday 14th March 2023 at 7pm in the Village Hall
1.
Cllr Maskell, Chairman, welcomed all to the meeting.

2.      The Chairman informed those present of the absence of the Clerk and her resignation from  
office, confirming that she had not tendered a months’ notice, as per the terms and     conditions of her contract of employment.
3.
As there was no clerk available, the Chairman decided that a reduced meeting was 
appropriate, dealing with those elements of a statutory nature, and asked GW to take the 
minutes.

All council members were present – Paul Maskell, Chairman, (PM); Julie Davies (JD); Liz 
Katiff (LK); Miles Parris (MP); Gary Slinger (GS) and Garry Wilson (GW).

5.         There were no declarations of interest.

6.
The minutes of the meeting held on Tuesday 21st February 2023 were accepted.  
   
       
Proposed (JD), seconded (LK).

7 
Finance -  Only payments were discussed. There was discussion regarding payment to the 

clerk. PM explained that the clerk had exceeded her contracted hours and would tie up any loose ends. GS asked if the Parish Council would recover training costs as we (the council) had spent over £500?. PM said he would examine the contract of employment, subsequently indicating that only ninety minutes notice of her resignation was given prior to the meeting. GS suggested withholding payment until the terms and conditions of the contract could be establishedrecovery of training costs was established. PM said this would be unlawful withholding of wages. GS asked if not being prepared to attend the meeting whilst on a month's notice was a violation of contract. LK asked if a part payment only could bemade. JD proposed and GW seconded that payments to the clerk and to the accountants should be made. Agreed unanimously without amendment or objection.

The Chairman, PM asked for the following to be noted as a matter of record: That we had received a letter with regard to The Submission of the AGAR and some questions raised. This had been returned to our internal auditors for clarification, to be discussed at a future meeting in more detail.

Planning – 1) After much discussion, 23/0140/PIP was voted upon and it was resolved                  
to Object [4 votes for objection PM,GW, JD, MP and 2 abstentions GS and LK]



       2) 23/0121/FUL was voted upon and it was resolved unanimously to object.

10.      
King's Coronation – It was resolved unanimously to support the purchase of 
   

commemorative mugs for the pupils of Kelbrook Primary School (Proposed GS, seconded 
GW).  LK distributed a pack of ideas as to other commemorative memorabilia. A proposal 
for the purchase of "Coronation Benches" would be considered at the next meeting. 

Kelbrook Community Projects indicated that they would put forward a proposal for a grant 
to fund a celebration event. It was agreed unanimously that a decision on such a proposal 
could be made by the Parish Council via email correspondence in order to expedite a 

decision.

11.
LK raised the issue of snowbound pavements and suggested that the purchase of hand 

pushed snow ploughs would benefit the community. In the same vein, LK raised the number 
of Grit Bins in K&S compared to other towns and parishes. It was noted and would be raised 
again at a future meeting.

12. LK raised the question of election processes, procedures and time line. PM gave a full account of all of the information which had been provided by Pendle BC.

13. Following discussion, it was hoped by GS that the dates for Free Swimming at Barnoldswick, to which K&SPC contributes over £400 annually, would be advertised on Facebook. It was mentioned that Pendle Leisure undertook the publicity but agreed that greater publicity would be helpful.

14. JD provided a quotation for two notice boards to be made by a local craftsman. GS pointed out that two more quotations were required. LK stated that she had two more quotes which were more expensive. PM agreed to put the question of notice boards to the next meeting.

15. It was agreed unanimously that the April meeting would be cancelled, (proposed PM, seconded GS).
